Without required documents, iSEIFU cannot accept an application even if applicant submits many other documents. Please prepare the required documents
perfectly based on the issues described below. These are rules to make more convinced application documents for “Certificate of Eligibility”.
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1.  When documents are written in a language other than Japanese, it is the applicant’s responsibility to have an authorized Japanese translation or English
translation attached. Translator’s name, address and phone number should be written on it.

2. The applicant must fill in the application form, personal record form, and statement of purpose by him/herself. The documents pertaining to financial
sponsorship must be filled out by the financial sponsor him/herself.

3. Do not use white out/liquid paper to correct mistakes on the application. Cross out mistakes and initial or sign next to the rewritten portions.

4. Double-check the content of your application. For example, make sure that the date on your personal record form is correct, and that the applicant’s
statement of purpose does not differ from the sponsor’s reason for sponsorship.

5. Please keep a copy of the application documents. The original documents will be submitted to Immigration Bureau.

6. Some applicants may be required to submit additional materials for consideration of iSEIFU or Immigration Bureau. Therefore, please allow enough time
for the submission of the documents.

7.  Fill out the application documents precisely and correctly regarding following terms.

*”"Home address” on the application form should be a registered address according to family register system.

*”Relatives residing in Japan” on the application form @ should include all relatives within the 4 degree of relationship.

*”Current address” on the personal record 3 should be an address where applicant lives when he/she fills out the form. It must include a name of
dormitory or building, if any.

*”Educational category of Educational background” on the personal record 5 should be a classification of a school: elementary, junior high, university, etc.,
In case a school is a open university or equal, it should be written clearly.

*Declaration of relatives residing in Japan should include all relatives those who are not described on the application form, cohabiter, emergency contact
person, support person for expenses or living in Japan and fiancée / fiancé etc., In principle, living with any person not written on the list is prohibited.
